The notion of any charging is an anathema and the level of charge is irrelevant.  This is particularly so in a high visitor area where any scale of charging will discourage visitors. In order for the scheme to make ANY money at all the charges would have to be set high discouraging both casual and regular use.  

















CARRBRIDGE





On several occasions in the year camper vans and caravans use the carpark in preparation for the CARVE CARBRIDGE and WORLD PORRIDGE CHAMPIONSHIPS. Prohibiting these vehicles will be to the general detriment of the village and its commerce. Hitherto vehicles of this type have not caused any problems and it is somewhat unnecessary to legislate again them 

















CARRBRIDGE





During normal times of the year congestion in the car park is not an issue (although on street parking is always  a problem) and therefore it is considered unnecessary to restrict parking in any way. The village council has worked hard to encourage traffic into the (currently) free car park, thus helping to mitigate the problems caused by extremely limited street parking. 

















CARRBRIDGE





These proposals DO NOT reflect the community’s need. ANY charging will result in users parking in the streets, which are already limited both by the street area available and yellow lines on those that are. Our main permanent attraction is our packhorse bridge and if the car park is chargeable it is likely that visitors will not stop and therefore not patronise local businesses. The car park is used, in the main, by visitors and the notion of a seasonal pass is unlikely to prove practical or indeed, necessary.  A variety of local groups using school facilities, village hall, playing field, bike park and bowling green all use the car park instead of using the limited street parking. This situation is likely to prevail as long as there is no charging. If any level of charging is introduced it will, in part, push vehicles on to the limited street space where is will cause congestion and hinder or block access for emergency services, as it has in the past.

Children.  Carrbridge Primary School can only be accessed via the car park. Any changes to the traffic flow or volumes could affect the school.

Carrbridge will suffer if the introduction of charging goes ahead. We are a tourist village and rely very much on the revenue they bring in. With competition for visitors high, any move that discourages tourist will be to our detriment. Local people will also be discouraged from using the car park if they have to pay, putting a strain on the streets around the area.


The village hall is a main stay of our community and relies on both local and distant bookings to maintain its existence. Free parking is a selling point for the venue and in a market where there is fierce competition for bookings every edge that we can have, matters. 


Irrespective of what method of charging and collection are proposed, it will cost money. The community council cannot see how a charging proposal will make money and even although the local community will (notionally) benefit the cost of providing, maintaining and policing such activity would seem to be prohibitive, thus negating all three of the aims of the proposal. 


Any push of traffic from the free carpark on to the streets to park will cause congestion and make an exiting situation worse. Emergency service vehicles often have problems getting passed parked vehicles and both service buses and coaches suffer delays. Because of its location, Carrbridge is used as a route for goods traffic to the south and to the east coast. Delays are likely if users are pushed to on street parking and safety becomes a real concern.  All traffic can be routed through the village is the A9 is blocked in either direction. Increased street parking will restrict flow and cause inconvenience to residents, frustration for all concerned and increase the risk of accidents.
